T
he counseling process
has been started by the
Joint Seat Allocation

Authority (JoSAA) for admis-
sion to IITs, NITs, Triple ITs
and other government funded
technical institutes. Under
this, enrollment will be taken
for 1125 seats in IIT ISM
Dhanbad, 751 seats in NIT
Jamshedpur, 270 seats in
Triple IT Ranchi and 281
seats in NIAMT Ranchi in var-
ious branches of B.Tech.

After the JoSAA counsel-
ing, nominations will be taken
for the remaining seats
through the Central Seat
Allocation Board (CSAB). The
process of registration and
choice filling for JoSAA coun-
seling 2023 is going on. Mock
seat allotment based on
choice will be released on
June 25 and June 27. The last
date for registration and

choice filling is June 28. The
counseling process will be
done in 6 rounds. Through
Josaa counseling, the enroll-
ment process will be done in
23 IITs, 31 NITs, 26 Triple IT,
38 GFTI and IIEST Shibpur
across the country.

In IIT ISM Dhanbad,
enrollment will be taken for
total 1125 seats of B.Tech,
Integrated M.Tech in 15
branches. In this, the closing
rank in computer science
after the first round in 2022 is
2814, in electronics and com-
munication engineering clos-
ing rank 9719, in electrical
engineering 6815, in chemical
engineering 10102, in civil
engineering closing rank
10834, in mining engineering
closing rank 12824, The clos-
ing rank was 8680 in
Mechanical Engineering,
11626 in Petroleum
Engineering.

This time enrollment will

be taken for 751 seats for
B.Tech in NIT Jamshedpur.
Out of this, 150 seats are
reserved under Female
Supernumerary, which are
only for girl students. There

are 289 seats in the open cat-
egory and the rest are in the
reserved quota. And 50 per-
cent seats are reserved for
the students of Jharkhand.

There are total four

branches in the B.Tech
course of IIIT Ranchi.
Nominations will be taken for
a total of 270 seats in this.
Last year, the closing rank for
general category in Computer

Science & Engineering was
35,382, Electronics &
Communication closing rank
50,020, CSE Data Science &
Artificial Intelligence 32,384,
ECE Embedded Systems &
Internet of Things closing
rank 46,645.

National Institute of
Advanced Manufacturing
Technology, NIAMT Ranchi
offers four B.Tech courses. In
which there are 64 seats in
Computer Engineering, 64
seats in Production and
Industrial Engineering, 78
students in Mechanical
Engineering and 75 seats in
Metallurgy and Materials
Engineering. Last year in
open category the closing
rank in computer engineering
was 70, 273, production and
industrial engineering closing
rank 2,14, 582, mechanical
engineering 1,28,147 and
metallurgy and materials
engineering 1,64,360.

BJP chief recalls dark
days of Cong emergency

F or Congress, which sheds
crocodile tears to protect

India's democracy and which
conspires against India on
foreign soil, power is para-
mount from the very begin-
ning, it has nothing to do with
the service of the country. BJP
state president and MP
Deepak Prakash said this
while addressing the enlight-
ened people's conference
organized by the party at
Marwari Dharamshala in
Seraikela today.

He said that Congress does
not believe in democracy. This
Congress party is a dictatorial
party which accepted the par-
tition of the country for
power. On June 12, 1975,
when the Allahabad High

Court canceled Indira

Bareilly, declaring her guilty
of election rigging, and when
the Supreme Court also
upheld the decision of the
High Court. The then Prime
Minister Indira Gandhi
imposed emergency in the
country by trampling the
Constitution of India.

He said that this is the
same Congress party which
took away the rights of citi-
zens by imposing emergency,
took away the freedom of the
press, lakhs of people were
arrested in which people of all
classes were involved.

He said that today the
Congress party cries out for
the protection of democracy,
but the Congress wants to run
the country with its own con-
stitution and not with the
Constitution of India. In which
dimensions like nutrition of
corruption, misuse of consti-
tutional institutions, casteism
and appeasement are includ-
ed. The Congress party
amended the constitution sev-
eral times to implement its
agenda. Misused the
President's rule, insulted the
decision of the cabinet, then
Congress talks about democ-
racy.

He said that people with
the mindset of breaking India
pretend to unite India.
Prakash said that India is the
mother of democracy. Its
roots are very deep in the
country. The people of India
are the nurturers and protec-
tors of democracy.

He said that the people of
the country have repeatedly
taught a lesson to the
Congress party. In the post-
Emergency elections, the
Congress party was badly
defeated. Even then the
Congress did not change its
character. Now the Congress
party has become only a fam-
ily party. Not only did the peo-
ple throw them out of power,
but they did not even leave
the opposition worthy.

He said that the mood of
the people of the country is
now of a completely
Congress-free India. That's
why the Congress kept asking
for life force from the region-
al parties.

He said that the people of
the country are paramount.
The public will never allow
the conspiracy being hatched
against the successful Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, the
true son of Mother India, to
succeed.

I n the Birsa irrigation well
scheme, a well should be

visible on the ground, not just
on paper, Chief Minister
Hemant Soren had recently
said during the review of the
works of Rural Development
Department. The CM said that
negligence in this is not right.
It may be known that with the
convergence of State
Government and MGNREGA,
a total of one lakh wells are to
be constructed in different
phases under the Birsa
Irrigation Well Promotion
Scheme. But, the Chief
Minister was not happy about
the progress of its work and
ordered to give the benefits of
the scheme to the villagers as
soon as possible.

It may be known that this

scheme has been launched in
the current financial year, so
that water conservation can
be strengthened and aware-
ness can be spread among the
people about water harvest-
ing.

Under the scheme, 30
thousand wells are to be con-
structed in the first phase and
70 thousand wells in the sec-
ond phase. The government
will complete the construction
work of 50 thousand wells in
the financial year 2023-24
and the remaining 50 thou-
sand wells by November 15,
2024. In the scheme, there is
a plan to give priority to Birsa
Harit Gram, beneficiary relat-
ed to agricultural work, bene-
ficiary of Baba Saheb
Ambedkar Awas Yojana.
Along with this, in order to
maintain the stability and

usefulness of the constructed
wells, instructions have been
given to do water harvesting
and water and soil conserva-
tion works on a large scale
around the wells.

Till now, approval of
16,936 wells has been
received in the first phase,
construction work of 3,822
wells is going on. Maximum
8,386 in Giridih, 7,314 in
Ranchi, 6,460 in Palamu,
5,973 in Hazaribagh, 5,212 in
West Singhbhum, 5,022 in
Dumka, 4,876 in Bokaro,
4,729 in Deoghar, 4,608 in
Godda, 4,291 in East
Singhbhum, 3,949 in
Sahebganj, Gumla 3,876,
3,901 in Dhanbad, 3,706 in
Chatra, 3,120 in Pakur, 2,877
in Jamtara, 2,804 in Latehar,
2,560 in Koderma, 2,438 in
Ramgarh, 2,292 in Simdega

and 1,606 in Lohardaga have
been kept till 15 November
2,024.

guration i.e. 28th June.
People are eagerly waiting for
the operation of Vande Bharat
Express. At the same time,
people are also very eager to
know the fare of the train.

In the Vande Bharat
Express train, the fare for air-
conditioned chair car from
Ranchi to Patna is Rs 1175
and the fare for executive
chair car is Rs 2110. Whereas
the fare for air conditioned

chair car from Patna to
Ranchi will be Rs 1025 and
for executive chair car will be
Rs 1930. There will be a total
of 8 coaches in these trains.
Booking (reservation) has
started in these trains.

A total of 411 seats will be
booked for chair car between
Ranchi to Patna, while 37
seats for executive class have
been kept for booking. On the
other hand, 423 seats for
chair car and 40 seats for
executive class will be booked
between Patna and Ranchi.
The fare for chair car
between Patna to Ranchi is
Rs.1025 and for executive
class is Rs.1930.

MISCREANTS'
BID TO CAP-
TURE HOUSE OF
EX-SC JUDGE

An FIR was registered hete
today at the Lower Bazar
police station, alleging
some people tried to cap-
ture land and building of
former Supreme Court
judge M Y Eqbal. Lower
Bazar police station, offi-
cer-in-charge Dayanand
Kumar said no one has
been arrested in this con-
nection so far. The family
members of late Justice
Eqbal reside in New Delhi.

On May 2021, Former
Supreme Court judge,
Justice MY Eqbal passed
away at Medanta Hospital,
Gurgaon. Justice Eqbal
started his legal practice in
the year 1975 in Ranchi.
He was elevated to the
bench in May 1996, as a
judge of the Patna High
Court. Later, with the for-
mation of the new state of
Jharkhand in 2000, he
became a judge of the
Jharkhand High Court.

In 2003, he was nomi-
nated by then Chief Justice
of India VN Khare as one of
the members of Ravi and
Beas Water Tribunal to
deal with water disputes
among Punjab, Haryana
and Rajasthan. In his home
state, he held the post of
Chairman, Jharkhand
Human Rights Commission,
Executive Chairman of
Jharkhand State Legal
Services Authority and
Judge-in-charge of the
state’s Judicial Academy.

He was appointed Chief
Justice of the Madras High
Court in June 2010. He was
elevated to the Supreme
Court on December 24,
2012 and served at the
Supreme Court for close to
4 years before retiring
from office on February 12,
2016
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
