Suspended IAS Chhavi Ranjan 
withdraws petition from        
High Court
Ranchi: A hearing was held in the Jharkhand High 
Court on Thursday on the quashing petition of Ranchi’s 
former DC Chhavi Ranjan, accused of involvement in 
the sale and purchase of disputed land on the basis of 
fake documents in different areas of Ranchi, including 
the land occupied by the army.
During the hearing, his advocate withdrew his petition 
with the permission of the court. During the hearing, 
Assistant Solicitor General of India (ASGI) Anil Kumar 
was also present on behalf of the Central Government.
Advocates Indrajit Sinha and Abhishek Chowdhary 
were present on behalf of Chhavi Ranjan.
A hearing was held on the petition of suspended IAS 
Chhavi Ranjan in the bench of Justice Gautam Kumar 
Chaudhary.

Hearing on Pradeep Yadav’s 
petition on Sexual abuse case 
completed, High Court reserves 
verdict
Ranchi: A hearing was held in the High Court on the 
criminal revision of Congress MLA Pradeep Yadav, 
accused of physical abuse with a female advocate.
During Thursday’s hearing, arguments from both the 
sides were completed.
After which the court has reserved its decision.
Now it will be very important to see what decision the 
court gives.
Hearing on Pradeep Yadav’s petition was held in the 
court of High Court Judge Justice Subhash Chand. 
Pradeep Yadav has challenged the process of charge 
frame against him in the case of physical abuse in 
Dumka Court.
He is currently on bail in this case.

CM nod to file a PE against the 
Mukhiya in the illegal property 

acquisition case
Ranchi:  Chief Minister 
Hemant Soren has given 
his consent for preliminary 
enquiry (PE) against 
Misfika Hasan, Mukhiya of 
Pakur district in Ranchi on 
Thursday.
In the case of illegal property 
acquisition against Misfika 
Hasan, Mukhiya, Elami 
Panchayat, Village-Elami, 
Panchayat Elami, Block-
Pakur, accused No.-28/18, 
P.E was registered and 
permission for investigation 
was given to Anti-Corruption 
Bureau, Jharkhand.

The complaint letters of the 
complainant against the 
accused chief are verified as 
per the verification report of 
the Anti-Corruption Bureau.

An affidavit has been received 
from the complainant and 
according to the bureau 
verification report, there are 
a total of 8 registered deed 

in the name of the accused 
between the year 2016 and 
May 2018 and there are 
other properties, which can 
be obtained through open 
investigation.
After the verification of 
the allegations levelled 
in the complaint letter, 
in the verification report 
dedicated by the then Police 
Insp e c tor-c um-ver ifier, 
Irrigation Bureau, Dumka, 
for the confirmation of 
the allegations of the 
complainant and for the open 
investigation of the entire 
case, P.E. Enrollment was 
recommended.

Ranchi: South India

Minor criminal and 
communal incidents

Police Report

Ranchi: The Jharkhand 
Police report has revealed 
that even minor criminal 
and communal incidents 
are being blown out of 
proportion.
In the report released by 
the Jharkhand Police, it has 
been said that in view of the 
Lok Sabha and Assembly 
elections to be held in the 
near future, minor criminal 
incidents, even minor 
issues related to politics or 
communal issues are blown 
up by various political and 
other organizations.
Apart from this, it has been 
said in the report that there 
will be an increase in crimes 
like theft, dacoity, chain 
snatching and crimes against 
women during the festival.
There has been an increase in 
the incidents of damage and 
sacrilege of religious places 
in Jharkhand.
In recent days, this incident 
has happened in Jamshedpur, 
Hazaribagh, Bokaro and 
Pakur districts of the state.

Apart from this, in the less 
sensitive festivals (Saraswati 
Puja, Ganesh Puja, Milad 
Un Nabi) too, law and order 
problems have been created 
in recent years.
In almost all the festivals, 
huge participation of youth, 
children and especially 
women is seen in the form of 
a huge procession.
This has been revealed in the 
Jharkhand Police report.
Apart from this, it has also 
been learned from the report 
that the areas of Jharkhand 
which were not communally 
sensitive in the past, have 
witnessed unrest in recent 
times.
These areas include all the 
districts of Santhal Pargana 
and Koderma district.
Agitation being done by 
various student organizations 
against the planning policy.
Agitation being done to 
include Kurmi caste in 
Scheduled Tribe.
Parasnath movement.
Mercury teacher’s movement.

MP Sunil Singh said that if 
we look at the record of the 
last one and a half months, 
RSS worker Shankar Prasad 
was killed in Tundi on July 
12, Chamra Munda farmer 
was killed in Khunti on 
July 23, Subhash Munda, 
the CPI leader of the tribal 
society, on July 27.
Murder, Amarnath’s murder 
in Vasukinath on July 28, 
Dhananjay Yadav’s murder 
in Jharia on August 1, hotel 
operator Roshan Saw’s 
murder in Bhurkunda 
on August 6, juice shop 
operator Mukesh Saw 
and his staff in Chirondi 
adjacent to the capital 
Ranchi on August 11 Rohan 
Shaw was murdered.
