Maoists burn four vehicles at railway 
construction site in Jharkhand’s Hazaribagh
Ranchi/(IANS): Maoists 
set on fire four vehicles 
engaged in railway line 
construction work in 
Shahpur-Hesa Kudar 
Village in Hazaribagh 
District in the wee hours of 
Thursday.
The Maoists also left 
leaflets at the spot that falls 
under Katkamsandi police 
station, in which they have 
taken responsibility for the 
arson. It is suspected that 
the Maoists carried out the 
attack in a bid to intimidate 
and extort money from the 
construction company.
About a dozen Maoists 
reportedly reached the 
construction site of the 
Kathautia-Tori Chandwa 
railway line at 3 a.m. 

and they burnt two Hyva 
trucks, a payloader and 
a pickup vehicle that 
belonged to the railway 
company, sources said. 
Police reached the spot and 
are investigating the matter. 
They are also conducting a 
search operation against 
the Maoists.
This is the third attack 

by Maoists on a railway 
construction site in 
Jharkhand in the last one-
and-a-half months.
On September 25, Maoists 
had attacked the railway 
construction site at 
Mccluskieganj in Ranchi 
district and set on fire three 
vehicles and a generator 
engaged in construction 

work.
Similarly, on September 1, 
the banned organisation 
PLFI had attacked the 
railway construction site 
near Kanaroan railway 
station in Simdega district 
and set a Poclain machine 
on fire. On August 23, 
Maoists had also attacked 
a road construction site in 
Palamu and torched eight 
vehicles. The Jharkhand 
Rail Infrastructure 
Development Corporation 
Limited (JRIDCL) had 
recently written a letter 
to the state’s Home 
Department requesting 
for security in view of 
the frequent attacks on 
construction sites because 
of which many railway 
projects were being 
disrupted and delayed.

Employees say 
that about 19 months of 
salary is outstanding due 
to which they are facing 
problems in living.
Demanding salary, the 
employees also surrounded 
the offices of Director 
(Finance) Rajesh Kumar 
Dwivedi and Director 
(Production) SD Singh.
Both the officers were held 
hostage in their office for 
about 9 hours.
In the evening, when an 
attempt was made to take 
the officers out, they were 
being taken out under the 
protection of CISF.
The employees started 
protesting fiercely against 
this. On this, CISF soldiers 
lathicharged in which many 
people were injured.
There is anger among 
the employees after this 
lathicharge.

DC’s instructs to meet the target 
of revenue collection

Ranchi: Ranchi DC Rahul 
Kumar Sinha on Thursday 
reviewed the revenue received 
from registration including 
internal resources and task 
force (mining products and 
transportation).
In the meeting, Ranchi 
under Registrar informed 
that revenue is being 
generated from registration 
of documents, registration 
of flats in urban areas and 
others. DC asked to achieve 

100% target in the remaining 
months of the financial year.
The District Transport

completely banned the use of 
bands, musical instruments 
and loudspeakers from 10 pm 
to 6 am. The High Court has 
directed the government to 
take serious and strict action 
to stop noise pollution. The 
court gave instructions in 

this regard to all the Deputy 
Commissioners of the state 
and directed the government 
to present the progress report 
in this case and scheduled the 
next hearing on December 5.
The court has said that on the 
occasion of festivals, under 
the Noise Pollution Control 
Rules, relaxation can be given 
from 10 pm to 12 am, but there 
will be a ban on its use after 12 
midnight.
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
